From Stockholm the event continues by sea to Tallinn,

Estonia, connecting the Nordic with emerging Baltic new media cultural

scenes. ISEA2004 culminates back in Helsinki.

ISEA2004 will break new ground for new media culture, arts, and

research. The event travels through new waters as a physical, critical,

and creative experience. We invite you to propose, to participate, to become

part of a new floating point in the process of creative new media culture.
